Put all clean and dry accepted items (except glass!) in see through clear
or blue bags out on your collection day for pickup every other week as
scheduled. Glass collected separately (see below).

All newspaper and inserted flyers are accepted.

All clean and dry container plastics (except Styrofoam) and film plastics,
including plastic bags, are accepted. Rinse thoroughly. Remove and discard
small lids. Please take deposit return items to a bottle depot.
NO Small plastic pieces under 10 cm (4") long.
NO Styrofoam or containers used for oil, gas or pesticides (see page 16).
NO Toys or other plastic items.

Every week place containers and plastic bags in
the Blue Box. Place newspaper & inserts in the
Blue Bag. Place all other paper in the Yellow
Bag. Bundle your cardboard & place in or 
adjacent to your Blue Box. In Penticton contact
250-490-3888 for bags and box.

All clean and dry cans, trays and clean aluminium foil are accepted. Empty and
rinse. Labels and lids okay, including home canning lids. Please take deposit
return items to a bottle depot.

Mixed Paper: Phone books, junk mail, magazines, catalogues, office paper &
envelopes (window & regular), paper egg trays, paper bags, paper towel cores
and other items that are 100% paper. 

Boxboard: Cereal, pasta, laundry and shoe boxes, etc. 
NO Waxed or Plastic coated boxboard such as milk cartons, tetrapaks,
or concentrate containers. Recycle all beverage containers (including
milk and soy milk cartons) at bottle depots; see page 13 (October).
NO Paper towels or tissues.
NO Foil gift wrap, carbon paper or books with plastic binding.

Glass

Corrugated Cardboard: City of Penticton residents: Bundle and place
adjacent to Blue Box. RDOS, Oliver, Osoyoos and Keremeos residents: Bundle
and place under Blue Bag, or bundle and place under Bag. Bundles 
cannot exceed 100 cm x 60 cm x 15 cm (36” x 24” x 6”). Staples and
packing tape are okay. 
Ensure cardboard is dry, clean and not waxed. Pizza Boxes: Scrape off stuck-
on food before recycling.
NO waxed cardboard.

Please take all beverage containers to a bottle depot. Place ALL COLOURS of
clean container glass in reusable, open, rigid (NOT CARDBOARD) containers.
See March (page 6) for collection details. 
DO NOT INCLUDE light bulbs, window glass, mirror glass, drinking 
glasses or ceramics (plates, mugs, etc.). Place these materials in garbage.
Lids are not accepted and should be removed. See March (page 6) for more
details. PLEASE NO Glass in Blue Bags!
